
How to Register as a New Comer to Mishima 
 

 
Please register yourself at your local city office within 14 days after you arrive in Japan, 
Do not forget to take your passport and resident card with you. 
                       
How to get to Mishima city office is: 

(a) Take a local bus from bus stop “Idenken Mae” (遺伝研前) or “Idenken Sakashita”(遺伝

研坂下), and get off at the bus stop called “Mishima Tisha Mae (三嶋⼤社前)” 

(b) Walk towards West (Mishima Taisha on your right hand side), turn left at the second 
traffic light. When you keep walking for a couple of minutes, you will see the city 
office (on the right hand side).                                                                             
                                                                         

                         
  

(c) Turn left at the entrance hall on the ground floor and go to the counter No.3. 
 
 

 At the city office: 
 

(a) Get the form (See Attachment **) from the desk.  Fill it out – you can choose either 
Japanese or English version.  

(b) Submit the form, your passport and resident card to staff.  
 
Business at the city office still goes on… 
 
Whoever resides Japan, residents are obliged to join health insurance and pension 
scheme. 
 
* Faculty/ Post Doctor Fellows employed by NIG…The NIG administration office deals with 

your case. 
* Students… Take the following procedure.

In the opposite side of the counter No.3, there are counters for  

1) “国⺠健康保険 (Kokumin Kenko Hoken – National Health Insurance)” 

Please join the scheme, otherwise you will have to pay full amount of medical costs. 
 

2) “国⺠年⾦ (Kokumin Nenkin – National Pension)”  

Since you are a student, you can get an exemption. Alternatively you can simply refuse to 
join the scheme. 
           

(1)  Apply for the national pension plan anyway  Fill out the form (Attachment ** )  
 

(2)   Then apply for the pension exemption. (Attachment **) 
            Write down your name, your date of birth, and ask the staff to fill out the rest of  
            them.  
            
           To get an exemption, you need to show them a proof of being a student such as a 

student ID card..  
           If you don’t have one, send a photocopy of the card to the city office once you have 

obtain the ID card. You will be given the envelope the city office’s address printed 
(Attachment  **).
